roll mat/towel, Bebnum’s moses basket and swaddled baby

2 Guard’s sign reading “TEN YEARS LATER” Guard’s Spears 
(x2), Menkhat’s clipboard and pen,

3 Sign reading: “INTEFS: EMBALMER TO THE STARS!” Cloth 
covered table, dummy in shroud, canopic jar(s), pretend 

knife, brain, lungs, intestines, stomach, liver, small heart, 
big salt or pepper mill, cloth to stuff in (painted stuffed 

tights?), length of bandage, Anubis’ Jackal head and scales

4 Optional Bed or basic furniture that gives the impression of a 
bedroom

being used to hit the guard’s head!)

7 Sign reading: “COMING SOON: GREAT PYRAMID,” Hooded 
cloaks x3, 

General Egyptian landscape 
(as scene 1)

8 Free standing cardboard rowing boat, Bebnum’s shredded 
cloak
